
Municipal Courts H1N1 Virus Announcements
The Municipal Courts Department has taken several steps to safeguard our employees and the public from exposure to the H1N1 virus. While we cannot guarantee the total eradication of the threat, we have done everything in our power to limit the spread of the H1N1 virus. Some of the steps taken are as follows:

· Sanitizer, Clorox wipes, gloves are available at public work stations and in all restrooms;

· Hourly disinfecting of public access areas (restrooms, counter tops, handrails, and courtrooms):
· Public Health Advisories on coughing and hand-washing are posted in English and Spanish throughout our facilities;

· Daily H1N1 Status Reports conveyed to entire staff to ensure access to the most current information from WHO (World Health Organization), CDC (Centers for Disease Control), GDEM (Governor’s Division of Emergency Management), and the HDHHS (Houston Department of Health and Human Services).

In addition to visiting any of our six court locations, we offer the following alternatives to defendants who wish to take care of non-trial related court business from work or home:

· Online options Make payments at www.texasonline.com; visit the Municipal Court department webpage at www.houstontx.gov/courts to get information on court locations, daily docket listings, fine amounts, how to request a driving safety course, juror information and mail-in instructions;
· Phone In options Dial 3-1-1 to make payments, obtain court dates, request resets*, request a driver safety course*, submit driver safety completion*, request deferred disposition, submit operational RID* (proof of registration, inspection, insurance and driver’s license), and report other problems or concerns with your court case; *Requires requester to have access to email during the call.
· Mail In options Mail payments, enter a plea of “Not Guilty” and request a judge or jury trial, request a driver safety course, submit driver safety completion, request deferred disposition, and submit operational RID (proof of registration, inspection, insurance and driver’s license).
We encourage you to use any of the above options to resolve your matter with the courts, which will help you avoid the serious consequences of ignoring any court cases that are pending against you.
