The curves are defined using definitions in relation to types of work that possibly could be encountered by the Building Services Department as follows:


        Group 1

Requires consummate design skill and much precise detailing for projects such as: libraries, public health centers, fire stations, police stations, city halls, courthouses, buildings with special facilities, laboratories, medical office facilities, clinics, neighborhood centers, convention facilities, exhibit halls, and correctional / detention buildings.

Group 2

Structures of exceptional character and complexity of design, including those requiring comparatively large amounts of complex scientific, mechanical and electrical equipment for projects such as: park and playground facilities, swimming pools, recreational facilities including gymnasiums and office buildings with tenant improvements.

Group 3

Structures of moderate complexity of design, including those requiring a moderate amount of scientific, mechanical and electrical equipment for projects such as; exposition buildings and office buildings without tenant improvements.

Group 4

Structures of conventional character and detail, requiring normal design, detail and mechanical and electrical equipment for projects such as: garages, parking structures, and warehouses.
