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1.0 SUMMARY

City of Houston (Client and User of this report) engaged CRG Texas, LLC (CRG) to conduct a Phase 1
Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) of the property 2.30 acres (or 100,000 square feet (sf)) developed land
located at 3300-3400 Main Street in Houston, Harris County, Texas subsequently referred to in this report as "the
property" or “the site”. This assessment was prepared in general accordance with the American Society of Testing
and Materials (ASTM) Standard Practice for Environmental Site Assessments: Phase I Environmental Site
Assessment Process (ASTM Designation: E1527-05). The purpose of the Phase I ESA was to identify, to the
extent feasible, recognized environmental conditions (RECs) in connection with the property. This assessment
included a site reconnaissance as well as research and interviews with representatives of the public, property
management, and regulatory agencies.

According to the Harris County Appraisal District (HCAD), the subject property consists of a 73,604 sf four-
story office building with parking garage (48,708 sf), and an additional street level parking area with no
buildings. The site is owned by the City of Houston and is developed as City of Houston Code Enforcement and
permitting offices, employee parking, and outdoor visitor parking area oriented on two parcels of land that are
rectangular in shape. Block 5 at 3300 Main Street is the northern portion, and Block 6 at 3400 Main is the
southern portion of the site. Zoning of the subject property is X-1 Governmental Exempt, with Land Use Code
7300 — Comm. Tabled Vacant and 7500 — Comm. Tabled Retail. ESA Owner and User Questionnaires were
completed by William Whitehead, Real Estate Manager for the City of Houston. The answers provided by Mr.
Whitehead indicate the site is registered as a petroleum storage tank (PST) site, and as a former leaking petroleum
storage tank (LPST) site.

De Minimis conditions identified for the site include surface oil staining from parked motor vehicles. The
presence of surface oil staining on asphalt parking at the is considered a De Minimis site condition not subject to
regulatory or enforcement action unless visible signs of a release is observed, or unless regulatory records of
release, cleanup, or enforcement action are readily available within reasonable time and budget for the assessment.

Known or Suspect Recognized Environmental Concerns- past and current use and storage of petroleum products
at the site include:

¢ Anemergency diesel generator tank with piping were observed in the parking garage basement
e  Anclectrical transformer area with unknown history of PCB containing equipment was observed in
the parking garage basement

Current RECs- potential use of PCB containing transformers in the parking garage electrical room
e Electrical transformers area was observed with secondary concrete masonry unit block walls used for
containment of spills where some surface staining and odours were observed
e Inaccessible HL&P electrical room is suspect to have used PCB containing equipment historically at
the site

Historical Recognized Environmental Concerns- past use and storage of petroleum products at the site
e Undocumented past use of electrical transformers
e Undocumented use and storage of petroleum associated with the operations of an existing diesel
emergency generator and tank;
e Undocumented closure status of seven (7) historic gas tanks identified during the 1951 Sanborn Fire
Insurance Map review

De Minimis Conditions include surface staining in the parking areas.

Opinion on impact of RECs- Our opinion on impact of RECs is that RECs listed above are identified in
connection with the property at this time. Further investigation is warranted.



Rationale for Opinion- Our rationale is based upon the field inspection identifying current conditions, and
historical research confirming past and current uses for the subject site with underground and aboveground
petroleum storage tanks (USTs & ASTs) identified as RECs on the property.

No data gaps were identified during the performance of this assessment. No deviations were identified during the
performance of this assessment. No additional services were requested or performed for this assessment.

Opinion on Additional Investigation- Our opinion is that even though no releases have been reported for property,
a possibility of petroleum contamination exists at the property in the vicinity of petroleum storage tanks that
appear in a 1951 Sanborn Fire Insurance Map at the southeast corner of the northern portion of the site. In
addition, an approximately 500-gallon emergency generator AST was observed with supply and return lines and
staining indicating historic releases may have occurred in the area. This emergency generator tank is located in the
parking garage basement floor level at the northwest corner.

We have performed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment in conformance with the scope and limitations of
ASTM Practice E1527 of the property. Any exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice are described in Section
110of this report.

We conclude that RECs are identified in connection with the property.

REC:s include:

. Historic and current use and current storage of petroleum products at the emergency generator tank, and

. Historic use and storage of petroleum products illustrated in a 1951 Sanborn Fire Insurance Map at the
southeast portion of the office building area

. Limited access to the HL&P Electrical equipment located in the parking garage basement, and no

available past or current information on the use of PCB containing equipment

We recommend performing a Phase Il Environmental Site Assessment to confirm the shallow soil and ground
water quality in the vicinity of the petroleum storage tanks.



2.0 INTRODUCTION

City of Houston (the Client and User of this report) engaged CRG Texas, LLC (CRG) to conduct a Phase 1
Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) of the property 2.30 acres of developed land located at 3300-3400 Main
Street in Houston, Harris County, Texas subsequently referred to in this report as "the property” or “the site”.
This assessment was prepared in general accordance with the American Society of Testing and Materials (ASTM)
Standard Practice for Environmental Site Assessments: Phase I Environmental Site Assessment Process (ASTM
Designation: E1527-05).

2.1 Purpose

The purpose of the Phase I ESA was to identify, to the extent feasible, recognized environmental concerns in
connection with the property. This assessment included a site reconnaissance as well as research and interviews
with representatives of the public, property management, and regulatory agencies.

2.2 Scope of Services

The scope of work for this assessment was in general accordance with the American Society of Testing and
Materials (ASTM) Standard Practice for Environmental Site Assessments: Phase I Environmental Site
Assessment Process (ASTM Designation: E1527-05). These methodologies are described as representing good
commercial and customary practice for conducting an ESA of a property for the purpose of identifying recognized
environmental conditions.

2.3 Significant Assumptions

While this report provides an overview of potential environmental concerns, both past and present, the
environmental assessment is limited by the availability of information at the time of the assessment. It is possible
that unreported disposal of waste or illegal activities impairing the environmental status of the property may have
occurred which could not be identified. The conclusions and recommendations regarding environmental
conditions that are presented in this report are based on a scope of work authorised by the Client. Note, however,
that virtually no scope of work, no matter how exhaustive, can identify all contaminants or all conditions above
and below ground.

2.4  Limitations and Exceptions

The report has been prepared in accordance with generally accepted environmental methodologies referred to in
ASTM 1527-05, and contains all of the limitations inherent in these methodologies. No other warranties,
expressed or implied, are made as to the professional services provided under the terms of our contract and
included in this report.

3.0 SITE DESCRIPTION

3.1 Location and Legal Description

The subject property is located at 3300-3400 Main Street in Houston, Harris County, Texas and consists of two
parcels of land (Block 5 and Block 6) approximately 2.30 acres (1.15 acres each) in size and rectangular in
shape. The legal description of the subject property is listed under three separate HCAD accounts: one for the
main building, one for the parking garage, and one for the street level visitor parking area as follows:

3.2  Site and Vicinity General Characteristics

The area is zoned as X1, Governmental Exempt. The general area of the property is used for commercial
business, multifamily residential and single family residential use. The Figure 1 Vicinity Map is presented in
Appendix 1.

3.3 Current Use(s) of the Property

Current use of the property at 3300 Main (Block 5) is for the City of Houston Code Compliance and Enforcement
staff, Plan and Permitting review and issuance, employee four story parking garage, and private and public project
planning. Current use of the property at 3400 Main (Block 6) is for the City of Houston employee and visitor
parking lot at street level.



3.4  Structures, Roads, Other Improvements on the Site

3300 Main Street (Block 5) Main Building and Parking Garage

One four-story building, one four-level parking garage, and one street level parking lot (Tract 2 at 3400 Main
Street) were present at the property during the site reconnaissance. Mr. Rudy Giron (maintenance superintendant
for the facility for 4 years) of the City of Houston escorted CRG personnel and provided access to the facility.
Access to the main building is from the parking garage to the north, from Main Street to the east, from Travis
Street to the west, and from Francis Street to the south.

The four story building exterior was constructed of exposed aggregate concrete panels with metal framed glass
window and doors. The parking garage was constructed of precast concrete supporting members with cast in
place concrete floors and ramps, sidewalks, and curbing.

One (1) approximately 500-gallon diesel emergency generator aboveground petroleum storage tank (AST) was
observed at the property during the site reconnaissance. The AST was observed in the northwest portion of the
parking garage basement, with aboveground supply and return lines leading from the AST to an emergency
generator. The AST was observed to be partially full and not leaking. Minor historical release staining was visible
around the emergency generator, the AST, and at the piping connections. Floor sweep absorbents were also
observed in this area. Historic releases may have occurred due to minor leaks and potential overfills and
overspills. The system appeared to be a suction type system indicating that the piping was not under substantial
positive pressure during operation of the emergency generator.

The main building was equipped with an elevator to access each of the four floors and the roof level. The elevator
was operated using an electric motor and cable system. No hydraulic oil was observed in use with the elevator
operations. Several small electrical transformers were observed within the building mechanical rooms on the 1%,
2" and 3™ floors. The main power distribution and electrical transformer room was observed in the parking
garage basement. Several oil less electrical transformers were observed in use at the time of the site visit, although
one portion of the electrical room was not accessible. According to the escort who did not keys to this locked
room, stated that the electrical equipment behind locked doors was operated by HL&P and could not be accessed
for inspection.CRG disclaims this area as accessibility was not granted during the site inspection. The City of
Houston potable water system and sanitary sewage and storm water collection systems were observed during the
site reconnaissance. Six (6) underground sumps were observed in the basement of the parking garage structure.
The sumps were constructed of concrete and were equipped with sump pumps to remove water that discharged to
unknown sanitary or storm sewer collection systems by the maintenance personnel at the site. The sumps
appeared to contain water from either a French drain system, air conditioner condensate water, or other water
source. No sheen or odors were observed within the sumps.

3400 Main Street (Block 6) Street Level Parking Lot

The street level parking lot was constructed of asphalt paving with chain link fence and concrete sidewalks
surrounding. The exterior portion of the main building and parking garage were landscaped and had concrete
sidewalks and curbing at the perimeter streets and interior parking areas. Access to the street level parking lot is
from two driveway entrances from Francis Street.

3.5 Current Uses of Adjoining Properties

The current adjoining property uses are:

4.0 USER PROVIDED INFORMATION

The User of the Report is identified as City of Houston as seller of the property. An ESA User Questionnaire and
Disclosure Statement were completed by the City of Houston, the property Owner and User of the report.

4.1 Title Records

User Titles Answer: User stated that no tax or other liens are filed against the property title.

4.2  Environmental Liens or Activity and Use Limitations

User LLP Environmental Lien Answer: User stated that no environmental cleanup liens are filed against the
property.

User LLP AULs: The User stated that he is not aware of any access or use limitations for the property.

4.3  Specialized Knowledge

User LLP Specialized Knowledge: User stated that he has specialized knowledge of the former underground
petroleum storage tanks and previous leaking petroleum storage tank case for the 3300 Main property.

4.4  Commonly Known or Reasonably Ascertainable Information

A User Questionnaire was completed by William Whitehead representing City of Houston, User of this report.
The answers provided by the User indicate no RECs known by him in connection with the property.

User LLP Property Past Uses Answer: The User stated that the past use of the property was a prior LPST
site.

User LLP Specific Chemicals: User stated that he has no specialized knowledge of the processes and
chemicals used related to the property or nearby properties other than knowledge of the former LPST case.

User LLP Spills Other Releases: User stated that he has no specialized knowledge of spills or releases related
to the property or nearby properties.

User LLP Environmental Cleanups or liens: User stated that he has no specialized knowledge of
environmental cleanups or liens related to the property or nearby properties.

User LLP Common Knowledge: The User stated that he has no commonly known or reasonably ascertainable
information pertaining to the conditions indicative of releases or threatened release at the property or

adjoining properties.

User Engineering Controls, Access and Use Limitations (AULs): The User stated that he has no common
knowledge pertaining to engineering controls or AULSs filed in connection with the property.

4.5 Valuation Reduction for Environmental Issues

User LLP Valuation Reduction: User stated that the purchase price does not reasonably reflect the fair market



value for the property, and that this reflection has not considered a lower purchase price.

4.6 Owner, Property Manager and Occupant Information

The subject property is currently owned by the City of Houston. The property was approximately 90% occupied
by City of Houston personnel during the site visit. The tenants include personnel from the City of Houston: Code
Enforcement, Plan Review, Public Works, Engineering, Fire, and other related departments.

5.0 RECORDS REVIEW

The purpose of the records review was to obtain and review records that will help identify recognized
environmental concerns in connection with the property.

Some records reviewed pertain not only to the property, but also to properties within an additional approximate
minimum search distance in order to help assess the likelihood of problems from migrating hazardous substances
or petroleum products. Unless stated otherwise the approximate minimum search distances used below were as
specified in the ASTM Standard 1527-05.

5.1 Standard Environmental Records

A search of available federal and state environmental records was obtained from GeoSearch of Austin, Texas. A
copy of this search (GeoSearch Report) is provided in Appendix 5. Due to discrepancies in the location of some
facilities in the databases arising from incorrect or incomplete addresses some facilities may be listed as un-
mappable.

A review of the regulatory information from this database search for possible recognized environmental
conditions (RECs) within the ASTM approximate minimum search distance is provided in the Federal and State
sections below.

5.1.2 State Environmental Records

56 State regulatory agency database sites were identified within the ASTM search radius for the property. Seven

Owner/Operator (IOP) sites, 23 Leaking Petroleum Storage Tank (LPST) sites, one (1) Tier II Chemical
Reporting (TIER II) site, and five (5) Voluntary Cleanup Program (VCP) sites were identified within the ASTM
search radius for the property.

The State regulatory agency listed sites identified within the ASTM search radius do not present recognized
environmental conditions in connection with the property due to compliance status, distance and elevation, and
no reported enforcement actions or active remediation at or adjacent to the property.

The above listed PST and LPST registered tanks at the property address is not considered to present recognized
environmental conditions in connection with the property due to the case closure status listed. The point of contact
for the site was not aware of the former location and the compliance status for these former USTs registered at the
property address.

The past use and storage of petroleum for the diesel emergency generator and AST at the property is considered

an REC in connection with the property that presents low to medium risk of impacts to soil and or groundwater at
the site.

Railroad Commission of Texas - Identified no underground petroleum pipelines at the site.




Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ) - Petroleum Storage Tank (PST) Registration database
and Leaking petroleum Storage Tank (LPST) Registration databases had listings for both LPST and PST for the
site.

5.3  Physical Setting Source(s)

The site setting is in urban south downtown Houston. The topography of the property and surrounding area is
relatively flat, although surface contours indicate surface topography sloping gently to the southeast. USGS
Topographic Maps and historical Aerial Photos were provided by GeoSearch of Austin, Texas and are included in
Appendix 5.

The site and surrounding area historical land use was primarily mixed residential and commercial business in
urban land setting. The site and surrounding area appears as developed urban land in the 1915 Bellaire
Quadrangle topographic map.

Sanborn Fire Insurance Map Review
Sanborn Fire Insurance maps were available for the years: 1907, 1925, 1951, and 1969. Block 5 shows the office
building and parking garage potion of the site; and Block 6 shows the street level parking area of the site.

The 1907 Sanborn map shows the north portion of the site in Block 5 (office building and garage area), and the
south portion of the site in Block 6 (street level parking lot). Block 5 is shown as developed with three 2-story
dwellings, located in the northwest, northeast, and southeast portions of Block 5. Several smaller structures are
shown in the center of Block 5. Main Street appears paved and Travis Street appears unpaved. The South End
Sanitorium is shown north adjacent to the site. Block 6 is shown in the 1915 Sanborn map as partially developed
with one dwelling and one smaller structure in the northwest portion of the site.



The 1925 Sanborn map shows Block 5 the same as the 1915 Sanborn map with a filling station northeast adjacent
to the site; and Block 6 with additional dwellings in the southwest portion of the site. “Iron ovens appear at the
northeast portion of Block 6. Mixed us stores and dwellings appear east of Block 5, and the Trinity Church
appears east of Block 6. Dwellings surround the rest of the property in the 1925 Sanborn map.

The 1951 Sanborn map shows Block 5 (north portion of the site) developed as a filling station with 7 gas tanks
and other as follows:

. Filling Station- Auto Washing and Greasing
. Seven (7) Gas Tanks (GTs)

. Auto Repair

. Business College

. Auto Washing

The 1951 Sanborn map shows Block 6 developed as an Auto Park with apartments appearing in the southwest
portion of the site, iron ovens at the northeast portion, and dwellings elsewhere at the site.

The 1969 Sanborn map shows Block 5 as developed with the office building in the southern portion of the block,
the multilevel parking garage in the northwest portion of the block, and parking with drive in deposit boxes in the
northeast portion of the block. Block 6 is shown as parking with no structures.

The historical aerial photograph, the Sanborn map, and historic topographic map reviews shows the area was
developed primarily as mixed use commercial and residential land dating back to the early 1900s for the site and
surrounding area.

Historical Recognized Environmental Conditions (RECS)

The historical review of the site indicates that operations of at least seven (7) gas tanks occurred at the northern
portion of the subject site (Block 5). The 1951 Sanborn maps show seven gas tanks, a filling station, auto repair,
and auto washing activities indicating that petroleum and possibly hazardous waste was generated at the property.

In addition, the main electrical transformer area located in the parking garage substructure contained large
electrical transformers prior to 1978 when PCBs were still being used in this type of electrical equipment. An
HL&P transformer room was locked during the site visit and not accessible for visual inspection Strong odors and
staining was noted on the concrete floor in an area outside the door of the electrical transformers in the parking
garage at the site.

Based upon this information, we recommend a Phase II environmental site assessment with limited soil and
groundwater sampling be performed to determine the absence or presence of chemicals of concern at the property
in the vicinity of the historic PSTs and electrical transformers.



6.0 SITE RECONNAISSANCE

The purpose of the site reconnaissance is to obtain information indicating the likelihood of identifying recognized
environmental conditions in connection with the property.

6.1 Methodology and Limiting Conditions

The subject property was inspected by Kevin C. Casler on September 16, 2010. Mr. Casler was accompanied by
the maintenance superintendant for the property, Rudy Giron (maintenance personnel) during the site
reconnaissance. The weather during the inspection was warm and overcast. No access was provided to the HL&P
electrical room in the parking garage basement.

During the inspection an exterior and interior walk-through of the property was performed. The exterior of
adjoining properties was visually evaluated for any recognized environmental conditions (RECs). Dense

vegetation, locked access ways, parked vehicles may have been present limiting the ability to visibly inspect
portions of the site at the time of the site visit.

6.2 General Site Setting
6.2.1 Current Use(s) of the Property

The current use of the property is for City of Houston Code Enforcement employees, and for construction plan
and specifications review for construction permits to building occupants, owners, and trade construction
contractors.

6.2.2 Past Use(s) of the Property

The past use of the property was for private residential dwelling, auto repair and washing, and for a filling station
using gas tanks.

6.2.3 Current Use(s) of Adjoining Properties

The current uses of the adjoining properties are:

North: Houston Community College parking garage

South: Public street level parking lot

East: Trinity Episcopal Church and commercial office space
West: Mixed use multifamily residential and commercial offices

The following recognized environmental concerns (RECs) were identified on the adjoining properties:

6.2.5 Current or Past Uses in the Surrounding Area

The area is zoned as X1- Governmental Exempt. The general area of the property is used for mixed use
residential and commercial offices.

6.2.6 Geologic, Hydrogeologic, Hydrologic, and Topographic Conditions

Surface topography slopes gently to the south-southeast away from the property toward the Gulf of Mexico. The
site is situated in FEMA flood zone X: An area that is determined to be outside the 100 and 500 year floodplains.

The surface geology in the area is identified by the United States Department of Agriculture as Major
Component:

Ur- URBAN LAND: URBAN LAND CONSISTS OF LAND COVERED BY STREETS, PARKING
LOTS, BUILDINGS, AND OTHER STRUCTURES OF URBAN AND BUILT UP AREAS.

According to the Texas Water Development Board GIS Mapping and Web service, the major aquifer groundwater
in the area is listed as the Gulf Coast Aquifer as is reproduced as follows:

The Gulf Coast aquifer forms a wide belt along the Gulf of Mexico from Florida to Mexico. In Texas, the aquifer
provides water to all or parts of 54 counties and extends from the Rio Grande northeastward to the Louisiana-
Texas border. Municipal and irrigation uses account for 90 percent of the total pumpage from the aquifer. The
Greater Houston metropolitan area is the largest municipal user, where well yields average about 1,600 gal/min.
The aquifer consists of complex interbedded clays, silts, sands, and gravels of Cenozoic age, which are
hydrologically connected to form a large, leaky artesian aquifer system. This system comprises four major
components consisting of the following generally recognized water-producing formations. The deepest is the
Catahoula, which contains ground water near the outcrop in relatively restricted sand layers. Above the Catahoula
is the Jasper aquifer, primarily contained within the Oakville Sandstone. The Burkeville confining layer separates
the Jasper from the overlying Evangeline aquifer, which is contained within the Fleming and Goliad sands. The
Chicot aquifer, or upper component of the Gulf Coast aquifer system, consists of the Lissie, Willis, Bentley,
Montgomery, and Beaumont formations, and overlying alluvial deposits. Not all formations are present
throughout the system, and nomenclature often differs from one end of the system to the other. Maximum total
sand thickness ranges from 700 feet in the south to 1,300 feet in the northern extent. Water quality is generally



good in the shallower portion of the aquifer. Ground water containing less than 500 mg/1 dissolved solids is
usually encountered to a maximum depth of 3,200 feet in the aquifer from the San Antonio River Basin
northeastward to Louisiana. From the San Antonio River Basin southwestward to Mexico, quality deterioration is
evident in the form of increased chloride concentration and saltwater encroachment along the coast. Little of this
ground water is suitable for prolonged irrigation due to either high salinity or alkalinity, or both. In several areas
at or near the coast, including Galveston Island and the central and southern parts of Orange County, heavy
municipal or industrial pumpage had previously caused an updip migration, or saltwater intrusion, of poor-quality
water into the aquifer. Recent reductions in pumpage here have resulted in a stabilization and, in some cases, even
improvement of ground-water quality. Years of heavy pumpage for municipal and manufacturing use in portions
of the aquifer have resulted in areas of significant water-level decline. Declines of 200 feet to 300 feet have been
measured in some areas of eastern and southeastern Harris and northern Galveston counties. Other areas of
significant water-level declines include the Kingsville area in Kleberg County and portions of Jefferson, Orange,
and Wharton counties. Some of these declines have resulted in compaction of dewatered clays and significant land
surface subsidence. Subsidence is generally less than 0.5 foot over most of the Texas coast, but has been as much
as nine feet in Harris and surrounding counties. As a result, structural damage and flooding have occurred in many
low-lying areas along Galveston Bay in Baytown, Texas City, and Houston. Conversion to surface-water use in
many of the problem areas has reversed the decline trend.

6.2.7 General Description of Structures

BLOCK 5- Northern Portion of the Site:

One four story low rise office building with five story connected parking garage are present at the north portion of
the site; and a street level parking area is present at the south portion of the site. The building is constructed of
exposed aggregate concrete panels with metal framed glass doors and windows at the exterior. The structure is
supported with concrete floors, columns and interior concrete masonry unit walls. Suspended ceilings with
fluorescent lighting, sheet rock walls, and ceramic and carpeted floors cover most of the interior. The parking
garage is constructed of cast in place floors and columns with exposed aggregate exterior panels and concrete
masonry unit interior walls. Roofing is built up bituminous roofing system with roof mounted cooling tower and
centralized heating and air conditioning. The northern portion of the site is surrounded by small landscaped areas
and concrete sidewalks with curbs.

BLOCK 6- Southern Portion of the Site:

The southern portion of the site is a street level parking area constructed of asphalt paving, concrete car stops,
chain link fencing with concrete sidewalks and curbs.

6.2.8 Roads

Roads: The property is divided into two portions (Block 5- northern portion, and Block 6- southern portion) that
are separated by Francis Street that runs through the center of the property, east to west, dividing the site into two
portions. Stuart Street bounds Block 5 to the north, Holman Street bounds to the south, Travis Street bounds to
the west, and Main Street bounds the site to the east.

6.3.2 Storage Tanks

Determining the presence of Aboveground Storage Tanks (ASTs) and Underground Storage Tanks (USTs) is
considered essential in assessing potential contamination sources. Visual inspection and the review of tank
registration records are used to determine the possible existence of past and present storage tanks in the area of
the subject property. It must be noted however, that the absence of certain site conditions or lack of records may
restrict or prevent the determination of the number and contents of storage tanks on the subject property.

e Aboveground Storage Tanks — one emergency generator tank was observed within the parking
garage basement

e Aboveground Storage Tank Contents — diesel and unknown

e Underground Storage Tanks — seven (7) gas tanks listed on the 1951 Sanborn Fire Insurance Map
shown at the north portion of the site where the building exists.

6.3.6 Hazardous Substances and Petroleum Products Containers

Hazardous Materials Containers — small quantities not to exceed 5 gallon pails of de-scaler, and odour control for
the cooling system

6.3.7 Unidentified Substance Containers

Unidentified Containers — appeared to be miscellaneous cleaning supplies within the janitor closet

6.3.8 PCBs

The past use of PCBs in electrical equipment such as transformers, fluorescent lamp ballasts, and capacitors was
common. PCBs in electrical equipment are controlled by United States EPA regulation 40 CFR, Part 761.
According to this regulation there are three categories for classifying electrical equipment; less than 50 ppm of
PCBs is considered “Non-PCB”; between 50 and 500 ppm is considered “PCB-Contaminated”; and greater than
500 ppm is considered “PCB”.

No PCB containing equipment was observed at the property during the site reconnaissance, although odors and
staining was observed in the electrical transformer area of the parking garage, and HL&P personnel familiar with
the site were unavailable for interview.

Disclaimer: The HL&P electrical room within the parking garage was not accessible during the site
reconnaissance. Therefore, we do not know if PCB containing transformers or other electrical equipment that
contained PCBs was used at the site.

An Owner Questionnaire was e-mailed to the User for transmittal to the Property Owner’s representative, and
was not returned in time for completion of this report. The property Owner was not present at the property
during the site inspection, and was not available by telephone for interview purposes according to the ASTM
standard. Reasonable subsequent attempts were made to contact the Owner through the User of this report.

8.0 FINDINGS

Known or Suspect Recognized Environmental Concerns- past and current use and storage of petroleum products
at the site

e An emergency diesel generator tank with piping were observed in the parking garage basement

Current RECs- potential use of PCB containing transformers in the parking garage electrical room
e Electrical transformers area was observed with secondary concrete masonry unit block walls used for
containment of spills where some surface staining and odours were observed
e Inaccessible HL&P electrical room is suspect to have used PCB containing equipment historically at
the site

Historical Recognized Environmental Concerns- past use and storage of petroleum products at the site

. Historic and current use and current storage of petroleum products at the emergency generator tank, and

. Historic use and storage of petroleum products illustrated in a 1951 Sanborn Fire Insurance Map at the
southeast portion of the office building area

. Limited access to the HL&P Electrical equipment located in the parking garage basement, and no

available past or current information on the use of PCB containing equipment

De Minimis Conditions include surface staining in the parking areas.



9.0 OPINION

Opinion on impact of RECs- Our opinion on impact of RECs is that RECs are identified in connection with the
property at this time.

Rationale for Opinion- Our rationale is based upon the past and current uses for the subject site confirmed during
historical research identified as RECs in connection with the subject property.

Opinion on Additional Investigation- Our opinion is that even though no releases have been reported at the
property, a possibility of petroleum contamination exists at the property in the vicinity of the historic petroleum
storage tanks and the emergency generator tank. In addition, a potential for PCB contamination exists near the
electrical transformer area in the parking garage.

Data Gaps- None



10.0 CONCLUSIONS

We have performed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment in conformance with the scope and limitations of
ASTM Practice E1527 of the property. Any exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice are described in Section
11of this report.

We conclude that RECs are identified in connection with the property.

REC:s include:

. Historic use and current storage of petroleum products at the emergency generator tank, and

. Historic use and storage of petroleum products at the southeast portion of the Office building area
. Potential past use of PCB containing equipment in the parking garage area of the site

. We recommend a Limited Phase II Environmental Site Assessment to confirm the shallow soil and

groundwater quality in the vicinity of the petroleum storage tanks, and to check the soil quality
beneath the concrete foundation near the electrical transformer area.

12.0 ADDITIONAL SERVICES

Additional services included the visual inspection and sampling for screening of asbestos containing material
(ACM) and lead based paint (LBP).

On September 16,2010, ASTE, LLC Environmental Consultants performed a Limited Phase I Asbestos Survey
and Lead Paint Sampling at 3300 Main Street office building structure. A total of 10 suspect asbestos samples,
and five lead paint samples were collected and analyzed.

Asbestos was found in the following materials:
J Joint compound of the sheetrock walls of the air handler and mechanical rooms, containing 1-
3% asbestos that is likely to point count to less than 1% and therefore be non-regulated.

. Tar sealant of the exterior walls of the elevator penthouse

Other suspect materials seen in the buildings and sampled and found to be free of asbestos were:
. Joint compound on sheetrock in the office areas

° Vinyl floor tiles and adhesive in the 1st floor hall to file room, 2nd floor break room, and 3rd
floor phone room No suspect insulation was present on the sheet metal roof deck or metal
support structures in most of the areas. No spray on insulation was seen in the parking garage.
Visible insulation on the roofs was limited to fiberglass batts. The exterior walls are masonry
and sheet metal. No other suspect asbestos containing materials were seen inside or on the
exterior of the buildings.

ACMY/LBP Conclusions:

The reported concentrations of ACM found during this sampling event are likely to be non-regulated. No lead
levels exceeding the limit for lead based paint, 5,000 mg/kg, were found. The ASTE report is attached in
Appendix 7 of this report.

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Gulf Coast Aquifer

The Gulf Coast aquifer forms a wide belt along the Gulf of Mexico from Florida to Mexico. In Texas, the aquifer
provides water to all or parts of 54 counties and extends from the Rio Grande northeastward to the Louisiana-Texas border.
Municipal and irrigation uses account for 90 percent of the total pumpage from the aquifer. The Greater Houston metropoli-
tan area is the largest municipal user, where well yields average about 1,600 gal/min.

The aquifer consists of complex interbedded clays, silts, sands, and gravels of Cenozoic age, which are hydrologically
connected to form a large, leaky artesian aquifer system. This system comprises four major components consisting of the
following generally recognized water-producing formations. The deepest is the Catahoula, which contains ground water near
the outcrop in relatively restricted sand layers. Above the Catahoula is the Jasper aquifer, primarily contained within the
Oakville Sandstone. The Burkeville confining layer separates the Jasper from the overlying Evangeline aquifer, which is
contained within the Fleming and Goliad sands. The Chicot aquifer, or upper component of the Gulf Coast aquifer system,
consists of the Lissie, Willis, Bentley, Montgomery, and Beaumont formations, and overlying alluvial deposits. Not all
formations are present throughout the system, and nomenclature often differs from one end of the system to the other.
Maximum total sand thickness ranges from 700 feet in the south to 1,300 feet in the northern extent.

Water quality is generally good in the shallower portion of the aquifer. Ground water containing less than 500 mg/I
dissolved solids is usually encountered to a maximum depth of 3,200 feet in the aquifer from the San Antonio River Basin
northeastward to Louisiana. From the San Antonio River Basin southwestward to Mexico, quality deterioration is evident in
the form of increased chloride concentration and saltwater encroachment along the coast. Little of this ground water is
suitable for prolonged irrigation due to either high salinity or alkalinity, or both. In several areas at or near the coast, includ-
ing Galveston Island and the central and southern parts of Orange County, heavy municipal or industrial pumpage had
previously caused an updip migration, or saltwater intrusion, of poor-quality water into the aquifer. Recent reductions in
pumpage here have resulted in a stabilization and, in some cases, even improvement of ground-water quality.

Years of heavy pumpage for municipal and manufacturing use in portions of the aquifer have resulted in areas of
significant water-level decline. Declines of 200 feet to 300 feet have been measured in some areas of eastern and southeastern
Harris and northern Galveston counties. Other areas of significant water-level declines include the Kinggsville area in Kleberg
County and portions of Jefferson, Orange, and Wharton counties. Some of these declines have resulted in compaction of
dewatered clays and significant land surface subsidence. Subsidence is generally less than 0.5 foot over most of the Texas coast,
but has been as much as nine feet in Harris and surrounding counties. As a result, structural damage and flooding have
occurred in many low-lying areas along Galveston Bay in Baytown, Texas City, and Houston. Conversion to surface-water use
in many of the problem areas has reversed the decline trend.
