After the application is reviewed you will be contacted, and a time will be scheduled to bring your vehicles for vehicle inspection. 
 VEHICLES WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED FOR INSPECTION WITHOUT AN APPOINTMENT.


Transporter permittees shall have a continuing duty to AMEND their original permit application whenever there is a change in an item for which a representation or response was given by the transporter in its original application.  Any such amendment shall be made within thirty (30) days of the occurrence of the event making the amendment necessary.  City Code, Section 47-439.

I. Section 47-453 Conditions for Issuance of Decals

The health officer shall issue registration decals for a given vehicle only if each of the following conditions

exist:

(1) The transporter holds a current and valid transporter permit and the information contained on the vehicle’s registration or title corresponds to the information given on the transporter’s permit application or an amendment thereto.

(2) The transporter has paid the applicable vehicle registration fee and makes the vehicle available to the health officer for verification.  

(3) The transporter name and telephone number are placed on each sides of the vehicle(s) tractor or trailer and are at least three inches (3”) high having a brush stroke width of at least 3/8 inch.

(4) The vehicle has a current state inspection sticker and current license registration

(5) The vehicle is equipped with applicable State of Texas measurement device and discharge valve markings

	City-regulated waste means liquid, semi-liquid and solid wastes and wastewater removed from septic tanks used by single-family or multiple residential units, institutions or commercial establishments that primarily generate waste of a type associated with domestic use. It includes oily water, FOG, grease trap waste, sewage sludge, and portable toilet waste; as well as any materials collected in a septic tank, grit trap, lint trap, retention pond, utility service vault or any similar device, which materials result from or are incidental to any process of industrial, manufacturing, institutional or commercial operations including, but not limited to, mobile or stationary car or truck washing, pavement washing, environmental testing facilities and commercial laundries or laundromats.

Transporter Fact Sheet (Per City of Houston Ordinance)

1. Special Waste transporter operating within the City limit of Houston  must be 

permitted.

· All trucks must be registered for the current permit year.

· Registration decals must be visible free from any obstruction.

· City issued registration certificate for the current permit year must be present in the truck at all time.

· Truck must be in good working condition.

· Truck must have functioning, and easy to read measuring gauge or device

2. Waste transported in and within city limit of Houston must be accompanied by Waste Manifests.

· City of Houston issued manifest must be used for all waste originated within city limit of Houston.

· Driver or operator must keep adequate amount of manifest on hand.

· Manifest must be used in the numeric order that is issued by the City.

· All manifests must be filled out for all applied sections and must be signed by both the driver and the generator representative before leaving the site with the waste.

· All manifests must be signed, date-stamped by the disposal site

3. All generators operating within the city limit of Houston are required to be registered with the city.  Waste Generator Registration Certificate with unique Texas Commission on Environmental Quality are issued to all registered generators.

· Trap of generator with no registration certificate may not be cleaned.

· Business name and address on the certificate must be verified.

· Business with name change may not (be cleaned) have trap pumped. Unless the registration certificate reflects the new name or permission is granted by the city representative.

4. All domestic septic tanks must have a city issued registration number before waste transporter will evacuate septic tank. 

5. All traps must be cleaned to the bottom no skimming or dump back is allowed.  All trap capacity must be verified.  Any disputed capacity must be reported to the City of Houston Health and Human Services at 7411 Park Place Blvd. (713) 640-4399.  When the trap capacity exceeds the truck tank capacity, the balance of the trap waste must be removed within 24 house of the initial clean.

6. Monthly report documenting all activities, manifests used and processing fee of $2.50 per manifest must be submitted by or on the 15th of each month.  If the 15th is a holiday or weekend, the report 


must be submitted on the following work day.  All permitted transporters are 


required to submit report even when no work is done for that month.

7. Waste must be disposed of at the approved disposal site within four (4) days of pick up.         

Approved disposal sites are Type V Municipal Solid Special Waste facilities and or a Type II Municipal Landfill with solidification process.
