Unrestricted Conventional Units (Enclosed trucks or trailers that prepare or portion foods on unit)

1. Approved plans (if new or new to Houston or remodeled)

2. Commissary letter from approved commissary, dated within last 30 days

3. Notarized Restroom and property agreement letters (for each location where you will operate for more than 1 hour a day) Note: Restroom availability hours must include all hours that the unit operates.
4. Menu disclosure (required only for new units and changes of ownership)

5. Route list of all operation locations and/or stops, along with days and approximate times.

6. TX Driver license  (If you do not drive, you must provide a notarized contract with someone who has a driver license to take unit daily to commissary, along with that person’s driver license)
7. Proof of liability insurance card  for truck or tow vehicle

8. State Sales Tax permit

9. Money order for $16.50 for water sample (We will collect sample)

10. Paid invoice for LP Gas permit and receipt from gas equipment inspection (required by Fire Marshall in case of units that use propane)
