Definitions

Displace Person – any person who moves permanently from real property may qualify.

Persons Not Displaced – a person who is asked to move temporally (under 12 months), evicted for cause, or an illegal alien.

Economic Displaced Person – occurs when a low-mod tenant moves permanently because rent was raised to above 30 % gross monthly income of tenant.

Initiation of Negotiations (ION) Date – is the execution of the grant or loan agreement between the grantee (or State or state recipient, as applicable) or at site control of the real property.

Consistent, Fair, and Equitable – are terms used to describe required treatment of owner/occupants and tenants within the URA process.

Decent, safe and sanitary (DS&S) – required of all units occupied for the project.

Rebuttable presumption – if you can not prove you did it, then you did not do it, and it will be a finding.
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
