90 DAY NOTICE TEMPORARY RELOCATION
RESIDENTIAL TENANT TO MOVE FROM BUILDING

(Owner Name) will place the building you currently occupy at _______________, Houston, Texas 770__ under construction for a proposed renovation project which is receiving funding assistance from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) under the City of Houston’s Housing and Community Development Department’s program. 

The purpose of this notice is to inform you that:

You may have to move temporarily in connection with the proposed project no earlier than 90 days from this date.  You will receive an additional 30 day notice in writing of the actual date by which you must move to another unit on the property.  
You will need to continue to pay your rent and comply with all other lease terms and conditions.  

Upon completion of the rehabilitation, you will be able to lease and occupy your present apartment or another suitable, decent, safe and sanitary apartment in the same building/complex under reasonable terms and conditions. Your new lease will be for a term of not less than one year at a monthly rent that will remain the same or, if increased, your new monthly rent and estimated average utility costs will not exceed:  1) If you are low income, the total tenant payment as defined by HUD (under 24 CFR 5.628), or (2) 30% of the monthly gross household income, if you are not low income.
You will be protected by a federal law known as the Uniform Relocation Rental Assistance Act and Real Property Acquisition Policies, of 1970, as amended (URA).  One of the URA protections for persons temporarily relocated is that such relocations shall not extend beyond one year.  If the temporary relocation lasts more than one year, you will be contacted and offered all permanent relocation assistance as a displaced person under the URA.  This assistance would be in addition to any assistance you may receive in connection with temporary relocation and will not be reduced by the amount of any temporary relocation assistance previously provided. You will also have the right to appeal the agency’s determination, if you feel that your application for assistance was not properly considered.  
(NOTE:  Pursuant to Public Law 105-117, aliens not lawfully present in the United States are not eligible for relocation assistance, unless such ineligibility would result in exceptional hardship to a qualifying spouse, parent, or child.  All persons seeking relocation assistance will be required to certify that they are a United States citizen or national, or an alien lawfully present in the United States.)    

WE URGE YOU NOT TO MOVE AT THIS TIME.  IF YOU CHOOSE TO MOVE ON YOUR OWN, YOU MAY LOSE YOUR ELIGIBLETY FOR RELOCATION ASSISTANCE.

· This is not a notice of relocation eligibility.
