Only after getting a COA are we giving this to
the structural engineer for review. This structural review could adjust the
joist/beam space required between floors. We don't imagine the structural engineer
will deviate from our estimate much. We also understand that big changes would
need to go back through a COA.

Shape/Mass: The garage is 24" wide by 22' deep by 26' tall.

Setbacks: The new garage is set back 3' from the south (side) elevation and 3' from
the west (rear) elevation.

Foundation: The foundation is a concrete slab.
