Written Description 

According to HCAD, the residence at 408 Highland sits on a 5,000 square foot property. It is located just 

west of the southwest corner of Florence and Highland Streets in the Woodland Heights. The house is 

listed as having a total living area of 1,279 square feet and sits on the west side of the property, with a 

driveway to the east. There is a non-original two-car garage at the southeast corner of the property.  

HCAD indicates that the house was built in 1920, and the stylistic features of the house support this 

date. 408 Highland is a single story, wood framed, clapboard sided bungalow of the Craftsman type. It 

exhibits many of the classic features of the style: overhanging eaves with exposed rafter ends, tapered 

porch columns on brick supports, multi-pane over 1 (nine over one), double-hung windows, window and 

door trim with flat sides and slightly overhanging flat headers, a pyramidal roof with a cross gable at the 

front façade. This last feature shields the front door and a small wraparound porch. There is also a 

dormer with a single pane window on the east facing side of the house. 

 

Renovation History 

Both exterior and interior inspections of the house reveal a previous renovation to this house. HCAD 

indicates that it was remodeled in 2004. It seems that a great deal of work was done to the house at this 

time. 

On the interior, the existing plan is not consistent with bungalow style homes and scarring on the wood 

floors supports this assessment. Very little of the original plan exists, save the front porch, the entry and 

the living room. In addition, the arrangement of windows on the west side of the house has been 

altered; in the kitchen the original windows appear to have been covered entirely to provide space for 

cabinetry, and the lone window on the west wall of the living room seems odd in relationship to all the 

double windows in the other rooms of its size.  

An exterior inspection of the house supports that the layout of windows is not original, particularly on 

the west and south sides of the house.  

 

Proposed Work 

Our client asked us to help her make this house more livable and also more attractive. Our approach has 

been to make the interior of the house more consistent with the style of the house while making it more 

functional for our client.  



The proposed work includes the addition of a screened-in porch at the rear of the house. No other 

change is being made to the overall size or roofline. The major work that is being proposed is on the 

interior, which affects the layout of window openings on the back of the house on the south side.  These 

new windows will match the original windows in material (painted wood), style (nine over one) and 

function (double hung) in the master bedroom, and the new bathroom clerestory window will match the 

windows found in the east facing dormer and the window in the gable of the front façade.   

In addition, we have added windows in the kitchen where they were previously removed, and we have 

added two windows in the living room to provide more light. Regarding this last feature, we feel that the 

additional windows are in the spirit of a house of this type; in fact we often see Craftsman houses with 

windows ganged in this manner. These new windows will match the original windows in the house as 

described above.  

On the east side of the house, we have proposed a fixed, painted wood clerestory window to provide 

light into the hall bath. This feature will match the window in the master bathroom, which relates to the 

dormer windows.  Along this same elevation, at the very rear of the house, we are shifting and reusing 

one existing window to provide for better functionality. 

The front façade of the house is untouched and will maintain its original appearance. 

We request approval of a Certificate of Appropriateness because: 

We feel that the work we are proposing is subtle and will maintain the original scale and feel of 408 

Highland. It will enhance the livability of the house for its owner, while maintaining its Craftsman style
