Dear Sir or Madam,

I would like to replace an existing shed/carport with a new freestanding structure that would
incorporate an unfinished shed (16’ x 9”) and a finished office (16.5’ x 10”). The construction will not
in any way affect the home’s historic structure, and will be completely invisible from the street.
Because we are not affecting the contributing structure, and the new construction will not be visible
from the street, [ request that a determination be made that a COA is not required in this case.

Location: The new construction will be located in the back yard, behind the house. A garage door and
solid wood fence make the proposed location completely invisible from the street (please see attached
photos). The site is also invisible to the neighbors on either side, due to an 8-foot-high solid fence on
both sides. The proposed construction contains only a single story with a low-slope roof, so the
structure will not affect sight lines of the sky for anyone in the area.

Construction: For this project, we are working with an architect (Tom Novosad, an FMC resident at
4207 Roseland) with many years’ experience in residential construction in Houston. The project will
rebuild and slightly enlarge the existing shed. In addition, using primarily the existing concrete slab,
we will add a finished office space (16.5° x 10”). This room will have complete electrical and HVAC,
but no plumbing of any kind. The shed and office will incorporate higher-quality materials than those
used in the existing shed. Our plan calls for simple lines and a sloped metal roof, with cedar siding on
two northeast walls, and hardi plank siding on the remaining walls. We plan to choose colors (muted
green and brown) to harmonize with the door and other trim colors on the house. Given the small size
of the home (1,268 SF), we believe this construction will significantly improve the utility and value of
the property without altering any part of the historic structure.
