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1995 City of Houston Historic Preservation Ordinance

B. Compatible New Construction

For new construction in a designated historic district, the HAHC’s
criteria to award a Certificate of Appropriateness include:

(a)  the new construction must be compatible with the setbacks along the
blockface and facing blockface(s)

(b)  the exterior features of new construction must be compatible with the
exterior features of structures along the blockface or facing blockface(s)

(c) the proportions of the new
construction, including height, width,
lengths and roofline must be compat-
ible with structures and objects along
the blockface or blockface(s)

The ordinance states that
“nothing in the foregoing shall be
construed to require or impose a
single architectural style in any
historic district.”
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
