SUBJECT: 2018 CAPTAIN’S PROMOTIONAL EXAM 

 

This Circular supplements HPD Circular #18-0420-045 “2018 Captain’s Written Exam Date 

Notification” and serves as the announcement of the 45-50 calendar day study period for the 

Captain of Police written examination, per the 2015 Meet & Confer Agreement (Article 19, 

Section 2).  The eligibility list will be good for two years from the date of the written exam.

REGISTERING FOR THE EXAM 

 

Registration is accomplished through NEOGOV at www.houstontx.gov/ 

 

▪ On the left side under Popular City Pages, click the link titled: City of Houston Careers. 

On the right side under Career Links, click “Promotional Jobs.”  This action will display 

the promotional job posting listed in alphabetical order.  When the job for which you are 

applying is posted (listed), click it. 

▪ On the top right of the screen, click “Apply.” 

▪ If you have previously registered with NEOGOV, log on; otherwise, click “Create an 

Account.” 

▪ Once logged on, click “Create Application” and follow the instructions to completion. 

 

After having completed the application process, it is recommended that you return and “Check 

Status” of your application.  Accordingly, this action will ensure that an application was 

completed successfully and that you are on the “Registered List.”  Only those persons on the 

Registered List will be allowed to take the written promotional exam.  The final sign up 

date for submitting the on-line application is 5 p.m. on Saturday, July 7, 2018.  

***Applicants should ensure the accuracy of their personal data (e.g. correct email address)
