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Individuals interested in Aquatics must be 16 years of age by May 19", strong
swimmers and capable of completing and passing the Department’s “FREE”

Lifeguard Certification program.

Municipal staff members will be available during the “Cool Summer” Job Fair for on-
site, one-on-one interviews. All employment offers are contingent upon successful

completion of the City of Houston’s drug screening procedures.
