Tree and Shrub Ordinance
Summary of Amendments

2008

Article V

Definitions

“Protected Tree Replacement Requirement Cap” delete the definition. This provision was not used and deemed unnecessary.

Parkway Tree – Make the language consistent with Article VI by reducing the size of the protected tree on the street tree list from 20 inches to 1 ½ inches.

Remove or removal – Add a definition in Articles V and VI.

Section 105 

Eliminated the “Protected Tree Replacement Requirement Cap” 

(b)(2) Tree Fund Contribution - Created a sliding scale fee based upon the tree size when removing a parkway tree. The fee for removing a corridor tree or green corridor tree remains the same.

Section 107

Deleted appendix C and inserted and revised the protection measures in Chapter 16 of the PWE Design Manual. A provision was included for emergency repairs.

Section 122 
(c)(2) Tree Fund Contribution - Created a sliding scale fee based upon the tree size when removing a parkway tree. The fee for removing a corridor tree or green corridor tree remains the same.

Eliminate the “Protected Tree Replacement Requirement Cap”

(d) Added a provision that the protected tree replacement requirements shall not be applied to trees that must be reasonably removed in order to conduct emergency repairs of utilities on public or private property or that are in poor condition.

Section 123

(a)(2) Increase the cost from $155 to $500 for credit toward planting a tree.

Section 128

(1) Inserted the language that the provisions of Chapter 19 apply to screening fences. 
Article VI
Definition

Street – Revised the definition in Article VI to further define public right of way.
Section 152

Clarifies that construction or repair of building or installation or repair of utilities or streets can not take place within a drip line of a tree within the right-of-way unless authorized elsewhere in the ordinance. 
Section 153

(a) Added as an affirmative defense that the person followed the protection measures in Chapter 16 of the PWE Design Manual. 
(b) A provision was included to allow emergency repairs.

Section 160

This is a new section that requires a tree replacement requirement for trees that are located in or partial within a street. This language is consistent with Section 105 in Article V.
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
